Limited company without restrictions
At the ordinary general assembly of TripleNine Fish Protein a.m.b.a. in December 2010, the shareholders were presented with a proposal for the structure of the future limited company.

On the basis of a presentation by the Limited Company Committee set up, the Board of Directors proposed establishing the future TripleNine A/S without any restrictions on the transferability of the shares and no supply obligation for shareholders.

It was also proposed that the board of the limited company should consist of six to eight members, who can be freely elected from the shareholders, provided at least two members of the board are registered professional fishermen.

The general assembly supported these proposals.

By the end of the 2009/10 financial year, TripleNine’s shareholders have been allocated 60 per cent of the company’s equity in the form of rights to buy shares, which are now freely transferable.

TripleNine has already established a database with specific information about which persons are entitled to buy how many shares.
